Dos seus projectos mais recentes podemos destacar
a co-curadoria da exposicao Modernautstaliningen (Moderna Museet,
Estocolmo, 2010) e da Ultima Gothenburg Biennial of Contemporary
Art (Gotemburgo, 2011).

She co-curated in 2010 the exhibitions Modernaut-
stéllningen, Moderna Museet, Stockholm and the Gothenburg Biennial
of Contemporary Art in 2011.
