No contexto da sua exposu;ao no espaco Lumiar Cité,
Coumba Samba apresenta o filme A Story of Bones.
Ailha de Santa Helena, uma coldnia britanica situada
no Atlantico Sul, entre Africa e a América do Sul, é
conhecida como o local do segundo exilio de Napoledo
Bonaparte. Embora 0s seus restos mortais tenham sido
transferidos para Franga, o seu antigo timulo continua
a ser uma atragao turistica da ilha. No entanto, como

o filme revela, Santa Helena guarda os restos mortais
de africanos que foram para ai levados depois de serem
«libertados» de navios negreiros «ilegais». A decisao

do governo britanico de construir um aeroporto levou

a descoberta no local de centenas de esqueletos de
pessoas escravizadas que aparentemente nao tiveram
direito a cerimonias flnebres. Refletindo sobre a
violéncia e as feridas do colonialismo que continuam

a perpetuar-se na sociedade contemporanea, o filme
conta a historia da luta contra esta injustica historica.

As part of her exhibition at Lumiar Cité, Coumba Samba
presents the film A Story of Bones. Saint Helena, a British
colony located in the South Atlantic between Africa and
South America, is known as the location of Napoleon
Bonaparte’s second exile, where he also died. Although
his remains were eventually transferred to France, his
former grave is still a tourist attraction. However, as the
film reveals, the island also holds the remains of the
Africans who were brought there after being 'freed' from
‘illegal' slave ships.The British government's decision

to build an airport led to the discovery of hundreds of
skeletons of enslaved people who had apparently not
been given funeral ceremonies. Reflecting on the violence
and wounds of colonialism that continue to be present
in contemporary society, the film tells the story of the
struggle against historical injustice.

The film is English spoken. Entry is free and limited to the
number of seats available.
